This infographic presents various statistics about Cyprus’ role and status within the European 
Union (EU), provided by Eurostat.

Top Section: Geographical and Economic Data
•	 Share in EU Area: Cyprus covers 0.2% of the EU’s total area with 9 253 square kilometers.
•	 Share in EU Population: Cyprus has 1 million inhabitants, accounting for 0.2% of the EU’s population.
•	 Share in EU GDP: Cyprus contributes 0.2% to the EU’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP).
•	 GDP per Capita: The GDP per capita in Cyprus is €35 730, while the EU average is €39 940 .
•	 Population Density: Cyprus’ population density is 104.0 persons per square kilometer, compared to the EU average of 

109 persons per square kilometer.

•	 Cyprus has the highest growth in arrivals at tourist accommodation in the EU
•	 Cyprus has the highest investment rate of households in the EU
•	 Cyprus has the 3rd highest share of households with children in the EU

Bottom Section: Trade and Employment Statistics
•	 Exports of Goods: 24.9% stay within the EU 75.1%, while of Cyprus’ exports go outside the EU.
•	 Imports of Goods: 59.7% come from within the EU, while 40.3% of Cyprus’ imports come from outside the EU.
•	 Employment Rate (Men): 85.0% of men in Cyprus are employed, compared to the EU average of 80.8%.
•	 Employment Rate (Women): 75.0% of women in Cyprus are employed, compared to the EU average of 70.8%.
